Our trained staff of program counselors, who are supervised by the Camp and
Program Directors, is committed to providing a quality camping experience for you and your
scouts.  You can be assured of a strong welcome, a staff committed to meet your needs,
great food, a quality program, and lots of fun.

Don’t forget--we allow a five to one ratio of Webelos to adult.  National BSA policy
dictates that Webelos be camped in a campsite separate from the Boy Scouts; therefore, NO
Webelos will be allowed to camp in the same site as the Boy Scout Troop.

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CAMP PROGRAM

PROGRAM

The Webelos Summer Camp Program includes all activities for your Webelos participation from
the time of your arrival until the time of your departure.  This Leaders Guide contains a
schedule of the programs that are being offered to the Webelos.  There may be improvised
changes made during camp that will be dependent on the Scouts’ desires and needs, but these
changes will not hinder the progress towards advancement.  Our intention and hope is to help
Webelos advance in rank.

We will provide a daily five-period program schedule.  Webelos I’s will work on activity badges
that will help them to achieve the rank of Webelos.  Webelos II’s will work on the requirements
for the Arrow of Light badge as well as being prepared for what is expected of them when they
cross over into the Boy Scout troop.  In addition, the Webelos will work on some of the many
Academic and Sports belt loops and pins that are available for them.

MISSION

The Webelos program at Camp Avondale is planned with two goals in mind:  1) to provide
advancement opportunities and 2) to ensure that your Webelo has a FUN adventure that they
will remember for a lifetime.

ADVANCEMENT

Webelos I’s will work on those activity badges they need to earn the Webelos rank badge.
These will include Citizenship, Fitness, and at least one other activity badge.  Some of the
activity badges that will be offered include Aquanaut, Geologist, Sportsman, Artist, Showman,
Readyman, Forester, and Naturalist.  Some activity badges will change from week to week
depending on which badges Webelos need.  If you are attending Webelos Resident Camp and
would like to help out by teaching an activity badge, please contact Nancy Simien at
nsimien@bellsouth.net or by calling (225) 769-8746.

In addition, Webelos II’s will work on those requirements needed to complete the Arrow of Light
badge.  They will also learn skills that they will need when they cross over into a troop.
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REGISTRATION

RESERVATIONS FOR SUMMER CAMP

The campsite for the Webelos Program will be determined once registrations are received. To
reserve your seat for a week of fun and adventure at Camp Avondale, please use the
Registration forms on pages 18 & 19. Modern toilets and showers are available in the
campsite.  Army-style, canvas tents and cots are provided.  Information and forms can be
downloaded from the Istrouma Area Council’s Website- www.iac-bsa.org .

All Webelos will be camped in the same site.  Under NO circumstances will Webelos be
allowed to camp with a Boy Scout Troop.  If you are staying with the troop and your Webelo is
the only one from your Pack coming, please note:  IF YOUR WEBELO IS NOT
COMFORTABLE STAYING WITH THE REST OF THE WEBELOS, D O NOT SEND HIM.

Check-in is Sunday between 1:00 p.m. and 4:00 p.m.
(Camp will open promptly at 1:00 p.m.)

ADULT LEADERS

A RATIO OF 1 ADULT LEADER TO 5 WEBELOS SCOUTS.  EAC H WEBELOS GROUP
MUST BE ACCOMPINIED BY AN ADULT FROM THEIR PACK.  O NLY registered camp
youth are permitted in camp except on visitor’s day.  Other children must not be brought to
camp.  Separate tent accommodations will be maintained for male and female leaders.
Leaders may rotate if necessary, but one (1) adult must be with Webelos group 24 hours a day.
If it is necessary to leave camp at anytime, leaders need to inform the Camp Director and sign
out at the Health Lodge.  NO CHILDREN ARE ALLOWED IN CAMP EXCEPT FOR THE
“FAMILY NIGHT” ACTIVITIES.
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CAMP FEES

CAMP FEES

The Council Camping Committee has set the 2010 Webelos Resident Camp fee at $200.00 per
youth.  Adult fees are $35.00 per adult.  Deadline for registering is April 30, 2010.  After this,
the cost goes to $215.00  All fees must be paid by May 14, 2010.

PAYMENT SCHEDULE

If the following payment schedule is not met for yo ur Webelos Scout, you will lose any
unpaid spaces.  These spaces will be filled with We belos who are on a waiting list.

1. A deposit of $75.00 per Webelos Scout is required as soon as possible to reserve a
week at camp.  This deposit will go toward your Webelos Scout fees for Summer Camp.

2. This $75.00 deposit is non-refundable, but trans ferable to another Scout within
your unit not currently registered for camp.

3.  The second payment of $75.00 per youth is due MARCH 17, 2010.
4. The final payment of $50.00 is due by APRIL 14, 2010.

AFTER APRIL 30 TH, THE FEE FOR SUMMER CAMP IS $215.00.

REFUND POLICY

1. Written refund request will be considered only if received in the Pennington Scout
Center ten (10) days prior to camp.

2. Written refund request submitted after the event will be considered only for personal
illness or family emergencies. No refund requests will be accepted after ten (10) days
following the close of camp.

3. A service charge of twenty-five (25%) of the full activity fee will be assessed on all
refunds.

4. Refund checks will be issued within 30 days following the close of camp.
5. Fees are non-refundable, but transferable within the same unit to a Scout not currently

registered for the event.  No transferring of Scouts within two weeks of your arrival date
at camp.
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CAMP FACILITIES

CHAPEL

One of the most beautiful sites at Camp Avondale is the outdoor Chapel.  The Chapel sits close
to the bank of Lake Istrouma with the background of trees, water, and sky.  It is truly a site to
behold at sunrise, sunset, or during any bright and sunny day.  The chapel was donated by Mr.
Reimers and Mr. Schneider in 1983.

A non-denominational chapel service is held each morning at the chapel.  Chapel Services will
be conducted Monday-Friday mornings at 6:45 a.m.  Chapel Service on Monday will be led by
the Camp Staff.  All campers and leaders are invited to attend and participate.

TRADING POST

Our Trading Post is well stocked with t-shirts, Scouting literature, handicraft supplies, camp
mugs, patches, camping gear, games, and souvenirs, in addition to snacks, candy, cold drinks,
and ice cream.  The Trading Post accepts cash and checks only.  Parents wanting to set-up an
account at the Trading Post for their Scout may do so on Sunday by leaving money with the
Trading Post Manager.  All sales are “cash on delivery”.  There is no credit allowed.
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PERSONAL POSSESSIONS

PERSONAL ITEMS

Camp is an outdoor experience.  Personal items such as radios, stereos, TV’s, CD and MP3
players, electronic games, etc. should not be brought to camp.  No personal pets are allowed at
camp.  In all cases, personal valuables (watches, wallets, money) should not be left out in the
open at camp.  It is impossible to provide security for these items and it is recommended that
each unit bring a lockable storage container to secure valuables while not in the campsite.

TELEPHONES

The Main Office at Camp Avondale can be reached by calling (225) 683-3489.  An after hours
emergency number is (985) 969-3048 (Camp Director’s cell phone).  No adult leaders or
campers will be permitted to use the camp office phone for personal phone calls.

Experience has shown that youth who bring cell phones become more homesick, not less.  You
are strongly encouraged not to let your Scouts bring a cell phone to camp.

FOOTWEAR

No open-toed shoes are permitted (sandals, flip-flops, crocs, etc.).  Shoes must be worn at all
times while in camp.  This applies to all campers, leaders, and visitors.  PLEASE REMEMBER
TO REMIND THE FAMILY MEMBERS THAT WILL BE COMING UP  ON FRIDAY FOR
FAMILY NIGHT AS WELL AS ON SUNDAY TO DROP OFF THE S COUT TO PLEASE MAKE
SURE THEY HAVE CLOSED-TOED SHOES ON.

VISITORS

VISITING

Visitors must check in at the Health Lodge upon arriving at camp.  All visitors are invited to dine
with their Scouts in the Dining Hall.  Meals can be paid for in the Trading Post (Breakfast $5.00
/ Lunch $5.00 / Dinner $5.00).  All visitors are required to leave camp by 10:00 p.m. and must
check out at the Health Lodge.

IDENTIFICATION BRACELETS

All persons on camp will be identified by a bracelet.  Visitors will receive a bracelet at the
Health Lodge upon check in.  Any visitor not wearing a bracelet will be directed to the Health
Lodge to complete the check in process.

FAMILY NIGHT

Family night will begin at 4:00 p.m. on Friday evening of each week of camp.  Families are
encouraged to attend activities, the Family Campfire, and the Root Beer Float Farewell Party.
Families may eat in the Dining Hall for $5.00 per person.  Each family or visitor should notify
the Scout Leader as to how many members will be eating at the dining facility.

KEEP IN CONTACT

Mail will be passed out during the evening ceremonies daily.  All outgoing mail should be
placed in the outgoing mailbox located at the Trading Post.  Mail that is not fully addressed to
campers or adult leaders is very difficult to deliver so please ensure the Pack number is written
on all parcels.

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FOOD AND NUTRITION

MENU

Camp Avondale serves all meals cafeteria style with two lines.  The meal schedule is as
follows:

Breakfast 7:10 a.m.
Lunch 12:30 p.m.
Dinner 6:10 p.m.

The camp menu will be posted at the Dining Hall, Trading Post, and the Health Lodge.  The
Dining Hall Staff will make every attempt to follow this menu throughout camp.  The menu is
based upon availability to food items and the Camp Avondale reserves the right to change the
menu based upon availability.  Salad Bar items are also subject to availability especially fresh
fruits.  Special diet needs, i.e. allergies, not diet preferences, should be submitted to the Food
Services Director at campavondale@wildblue.net or Camp Director by calling (985) 969-3048
or e-mail at territop@bellsouth.net at least two weeks prior to arrival at camp to ensure
appropriate supplies.  In extreme cases of dietary needs, parents should contact the Food
Services Director as food may need to be provided by the parent if the diet is extremely
restrictive.
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MEDICAL SERVICES

HEALTH LODGE
The Health Lodge is open 24 hours a day and is staffed by Emergency Medical Services
Paramedics and First Responders.  Any emergency that cannot be treated at the Health Lodge
will be referred to a health clinic or Lane Memorial Hospital.  A unit leader will be required to
transport the patient to any outside medical facility.

HEALTH FORMS

All persons attending camp must have an appropriate medical form.  The Annual Health and
Medical Record form replaces all previous medical forms.  Please submit copies only as the
camp will maintain a sealed file of health forms after summer camp concludes.  Originals
should be kept at home or with the Pack records.  DO NOT SUBMIT ORIGINALS AS YOU
WILL NOT GET THEM BACK.   Youth and adults without the proper health form will not be
allowed to stay at camp.

MEDICATIONS

All medications must be accompanied with written permission from a parent or guardian.  The
Scout’s name and instructions on how the medication is to be administered should be clearly
marked and in the original prescription bottles.  All medication will be kept and administered by
the unit leader.  If needed, our medical staff can provide assistance.

INSURANCE COVERAGE

All registered BSA members are covered by Boy Scouts of America accident insurance.  This
insurance policy is secondary coverage and will be filed after any other policy has been filed
and paid.  If there is no other policy, then the Boy Scouts of America Accident Insurance will be
the primary insurance.  Out of Council units should contact their Council Service Center and
obtain proof of current medical insurance and claim forms.
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BEFORE CAMP

PLANNING SCHEDULE

Preparation for camp is an easy process, but it does require planning ahead.  As a Unit Leader,
you are the most important link in this preparation.  The following timetable and checklist is
designed to guide you and your Pack Committee in pre-camp planning for a great summer at
Camp Avondale.

IMMEDIATE ACTION

____ Check to see that your Cubmaster/Webelos Leader has reserved space during the desired week
of camp.

____ Obtain camp leadership (see page 6).  EVERY WEBELOS SCOUT MUST HAVE LEADERSHIP
PRESENT.

____ Call a meeting of the Pack Committee to discuss Summer Camp plans.
____ Develop a camp sign-in and budget plan to assist Scouts in obtaining the Camp Avondale

registration fee.
____ Unit Leaders review guidebook.  Begin collecting $75.00 deposit for each Scout.

FEBRUARY

____ Hold Parent Orientation.  Start collecting $75/youth deposit due to Scout Office to reserve your
reservation.

____ Cubmaster/Leaders check with parents of all Bears/Webelos not signed up.
____ Issue each Scout a personal equipment list.
____ Obtain appropriate medical forms from Council Office.

MARCH

____ Distribute Health forms to all youth and adults attending camp.
____ March 17, 2010--$75/youth payment due to the Scout Office
____ Review individual Scout equipment needs (see page 15).
____ March 26, 2010—Campership requests due to Scout Office.
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BEFORE CAMP

APRIL

____ Collect Health forms and make copies to bring to camp.  DO NOT SEND ORIGINAL.
____ If you are an Out-of-Council Pack and will travel over 500 miles to Camp Avondale, file a

National Tour Permit with your Council Office.  Otherwise, file a Local Tour Permit.
____ April 14, 2010—Final payment for youth and adults is due to the Scout Office to receive

the Early Bird Discount.
____ AFTER APRIL 30 TH, THE FEE FOR SUMMER CAMP IS $215.00.

MAY

____ If you are not from the Istrouma Area Council, please obtain proof of current medical
insurance from your Council’s Service Center.

____ Check on final transportation arrangements.
____ Remind all Scouts and parents of dates, arrangements, equipment needs, departure

time, etc.  REMIND ALL SCOUTS AND ADULTS COMING TO CAMP THAT A HEALTH
FORM MUST BE FILLED OUT BY A PHYSICIAN BEFORE COMING TO CAMP.

____ Leaders check to see that all medical forms have been completed and that all
registration fees are paid.
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CHECK IN SCHEDULE

SUNDAY SCHEDULE

1) Arrive at Camp Avondale between 1:00 p.m. and 3:00 p.m.  Please wait in the
parking lot if you arrive early.  Registration begins at 1:00 p.m.

2) Upon arrival, a Staff Guide will meet you at the main Camp Avondale Parking Lot.

3) The parent and Webelo will be escorted to the Lewis Memorial Center for check in.
Please bring any outstanding fee payments and proof of accident insurance if Out of
Council Pack.

4) The scout and parent will then be sent to the Health Lodge for Health form checks
and medication instructions.  A qualified health officer will review the medical form.
Any Scout or Scouter/parent without a completed Health form (signed by a physician)
will be asked to leave camp until he/she can acquire one.  Bring all medicatins in
their original containers with clearly written directions.

5) Parents will be allowed to drive to the site, unload their child’s gear, and move their
vehicle back to the parking lot as quickly as possible.  Afterwards, you can return to
the site and help your child get set-up.

6) At the campsite, packs can assign tents.  Webelos will gather in the campsite at 4:00
p.m.  At this time, the Webelos will leave for their tour of the camp and the Webelos
Program Director will have a brief meeting with the parent’s/leaders at this time.
Swim check for Webelos will occur on Monday during their scheduled swim time.

7) Webelos will return to the campsite after their tour to settle in and finish set up.

8) Report to the flagpole in Field Uniform for flag lowering at 5:55 p.m.

9) Report to the flagpole for hike to the Opening Campfire at 8:15 p.m.
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POLICY AND PROCEDURES

LEADER FEES AND TWO DEEP LEADERSHIP

The fee for each adult leader is $35.00 for a week of camp.  All units are required to have two
(2) leaders in camp at all times.  The unit leader, or anyone serving as a unit leader, must be at
least 21 years old and a registered member of the Boy Scouts of America.  The second adult
may be a registered member of the Boy Scouts of America.  The second adult may be a
registered Scouter at least 18 years old or the parent of a participating unit member.  Units not
meeting the two-deep leadership requirement will be accommodated.

YOUTH PROTECTION

National policy prevents youths (ages 6-17) and adults (ages 18 and older) from showering or
sleeping together.  Webelos may share a tent with their parent, but it is recommended that they
start learning how to share a tent with another scout.  Hazing in any form is not permitted by
adults or other youth.  The “Buddy System” will be followed throughout each week of camp.

FIREARMS, AMMUNITION, BOWS, ETC.

Personal firearms of any type (rifles, shotguns, handguns, air guns, paintball guns, black
powder guns), ammunition, fireworks, and personal archery equipment are not allowed in
camp.  Camp Avondale will provide all equipment needed for shooting sports activities.

FIRES, LIQUID, AND PROPANE FUELS

Fires are to be built only in designated areas.  Liquid or propane fuels are to be used only
under adult supervision and must be stored under lock and key.  Bulk fuel must be kept in
camp storage and cannot be present in any campsite.  No equipment producing an open fire is
allowed in tents.  This includes mosquito coils, gas lanterns, and candles.

TOUR PERMITS

Each Out of Council Pack will be asked to show a copy of their approved tour permit from its
respective Council upon arriving at camp.
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POLICY AND PROCEDURES

CAMPSITES

Each campsite is supplied with a dining fly, picnic table, flagpole, tents, platforms, cots, 2
private bathrooms, 2 private showers, running water, water hose, broom, trash cans, and
electrical outlets (for adults only).  If anything is missing or in poor condition when you arrive,
please inform your Staff Guide.  Entering and loitering around others campsites without
permission is not allowed.  Leaders should be observant of all activities in an d around the
bathroom facilities for safety concerns, while resp ecting the youth’s privacy.

TENTS

Campsites will be provided with army or camp style cots and standard 2-main tents on
platforms designed to house two Scouts or two leaders.

PEST CONTROL

Camp leaders should prepare their Scouts to handle the typical insects found in the outdoors.
It may be helpful to bring insect repellent or a mosquito bar or net.  Clean campsites
discourage ants, roaches, stinging insects, and “four-footed, furry friends” who love to check
out the garbage and food caches.  Ant baits are available on request from the Campsite
Commissioners.

VEHICLES

Only approved vehicles will be allowed to drive into camp after the initial unloading Sunday
afternoon.  All other vehicles are expected to be kept in the parking lot at all times.  This policy
will be strictly enforced.

ALCOHOL, ILLEGAL DRUGS, OR STIMULANTS

The consumption, possession, or use of alcohol, illegal drugs, or controlled substances while
attending events at Camp Avondale is not permitted.  We will enforce all local, state, and
federal laws where violations involving the above are reported.  Violators will be reported to law
enforcement officers and will be asked to leave camp.  In accordance with national BSA policy,
as outlined in the “Guide to Safe Scouting”, adult leaders should support the attitude that young
adults are better off without tobacco and will not allow the use of tobacco products at any BSA
activity involving youth participants.

POLICY AND PROCEDURES

LEAVING CAMP

For your protection, all campers (youth and adult) who leave camp must check out at the
Health Lodge.  Leaders must verify the accompanying adult’s (parent or guardian) identity with
camp staff at the Health Lodge before a Scout may leave camp.

QUARTERMASTER SERVICES

Equipment is available at camp for Pack use and may be signed out from the Commissioner
responsible for your campsite.  Packs are responsible for all equipment checked out and must
return it in good condition.  Damaged or destroyed equipment will be charged to the unit.

CAMP EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

There is a camp-wide plan that is posted in all campsites, buildings, and program areas to help
leaders deal with fire, flood, lost persons, injury, accident, or fatality.  The Fireguard Plan will be
in effect.  A Camp Leader will appoint someone to maintain fire equipment at the site.  All units
in the site will share this responsibility.

CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE

All Scouts and adult leaders at Camp Avondale are governed by The “Cub Scout Law of the
Pack”  and will conduct themselves accordingly.  Scouts and adult leaders will strive to provide
a safe, wholesome, and moral atmosphere to allow all Scouts the opportunity to enjoy their
outdoor experience at Camp Avondale.  Adult leaders will keep the Camp Director and/or
Program Directors advised of any problems encountered with their Scouts or Scouts from other
units. The Camp Director retains the authority to resolve all disputes involving disciplinary
problems with individual Scouts or problems between Scouts of different units.  Sanctions will
be decided by the Camp Director and may include, but are not limited to, removal from specific
programs or removal from Camp Avondale.  Violations of criminal law may result in arrest and
prosecution in East Feliciana parish under the laws of the State of Louisiana.  Your campsite is
your home and should be respected.  Entering or loitering around another’s campsite without
permission is not allowed.

Taps is at 9:30 p.m.  All campers are expected to be in their own campsite by this time.  Hazing
in any form is not permitted.  Alcoholic beverages and drugs are not permitted.
No smoking in or near any building on camp.  Adults  may smoke in designated areas
only.
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POLICY AND PROCEDURES

SWIM CLASSIFICATION

Your Scouts will be classified according to their swimming ability.  Scouts and adults must take
this test in order to participate in any aquatic programs or activities.  They will also be given the
opportunity to move up in ability groups during the week.

Classification of swimming groups will be as follows:

1.  Swimmers Test: Swim 100 yards as follows- Jump feet first into water over the head in
depth, level off, and begin swimming.  Swim 75 yards in a strong manner using one or more of
the following strokes: sidestroke, breaststroke, trudgen, or crawl; swim 25 yards using an easy,
resting backstroke.  The 100 yards must be completed in one swim without stops and must
include at least one sharp turn.  After completing the swim, rest by floating.

2.  Beginners Test: Swim 50 feet as follows - Jump feet first into water over the head in depth,
level off, swim 25 feet on the surface, stop, and turn sharply, resume swimming as before, and
return to starting point

3.  Non-Swimmers:  All Others

Swimming requirements are the same for youth and adults!  The Safe Swim Defense Plan and
Safety Afloat will be offered to all unit leaders on Tuesday Night.

LOST AND FOUND

Lost and found items will be brought to the Trading Post at Camp Avondale.  It is encouraged
that all Scouts mark all personal possessions with their name and Pack number.  Upon the
completion of the Summer Camp program, all remaining lost and found articles will be brought
to the Istrouma Area Council Scout Office.  Individuals should direct their inquiries to the Baton
Rouge Scout Office by calling (225) 926-2697.

CHECK OUT PROCEDURES

As a Pack, you may leave camp after the activities Friday night or Saturday morning after
breakfast.  Inform your Staff Guide when you will be leaving so that they can check you out.
The bathrooms, showers, tents, and campsite must be clean.  Trash must be taken out to the
dumpsters at the front of camp.

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HELPFUL TIPS

Here are some tips that you can use to get ready for Camp Avondale’s 2010
Webelos Resident Camp.

1. While packing, get your Webelos Scout to help.  This way the boys will know where all
their items are that they will need.  Make sure the scout’s name is on everything.

2. When you are packing put one day's worth of clothes in one-gallon zip lock bag.
Example:  Little Johnny Scout is going camping for 7 days.  Lay out 7 one-gallon zip
lock bags and write the days of the week on them  (Monday through Saturday), and on
the extra bag write “Extra”.  Pack 1 pair of shorts, 1 shirt, 1 pair of underwear and 1
pair of socks.  Then pack them in his bag starting with the day he will be leaving from
camp.  "Saturday, Friday, Thursday, Wednesday, Tuesday, and Monday".  This will
ensure that your son's clothes will stay dry and that he will have clean clothes every
day.

3. When packing toiletries have a small mesh bag for your scout to put all his items in.
4. Send rope so that your child can hang any wet items of clothes on a clothesline.
5. Leaders are able to bring fans and extension cords.  Make sure the extension cords

are orange.  The longer the extension cord, the more power it pulls and could trip a
breaker.

6. Camp Avondale tents are canvas tents.  If you would feel more comfortable in your
own tent, please feel free to bring your own.-- Remember your ground cloth.

7. For insect control, Skin-So-Soft and repellents containing "DEET" work great for
mosquitoes and chiggers!

8. With the bathhouse, if you leave the doors cracked about 1.5 inches, they will be
cooler when you enter.

9. Make sure your scout brings a water bottle.
10. In the event that your scout loses an item, take him to the Trading Post to see if it was

turned in.
11. Since the Scouts will be doing a lot of walking, buy some moleskin (found in the

pharmacy area at stores).  Moleskin is great for when your scout gets blisters on his
feet.

12. If bringing medication to camp, MAKE SURE THE MEDICATION IS IN ITS ORIGINAL
CONTAINER!  It does not matter if it is prescription or over the counter medications.

Campership Application and Agreement

The Istrouma Area Council (IAC) campership program is open to all eligible IAC scouts.  The
program is intended to help ensure as possible that eligible, disadvantaged and deserving
Scouts living within the IAC may have an opportunity for a long-term resident camp experience.
Financial assistance may be available to scouts participating in local IAC camping programs.
Potential camperships are limited to available donations to the program and are awarded
based on need and demonstrated self reliance and effort by the scout/family to help earn their
own way.

A campership may cover up to one half (early payment) of the scout’s camp fee, as family
and/or unit help is expected. If you need assistance, submit this application. The completed
Campership Application and Agreement is due in the IAC Boy Scout Office by the early
bird payment deadline of the program for which you are applying.  The application will
be reviewed and the applicant will be notified of t he outcome of the review.  If approved, a
confirmation letter will be mailed to the parent/guardian and unit leader. Information provided
on this request will remain confidential.

Priority will be given to scouts who have never been awarded a campership or who have
previously been awarded only one campership.  After being awarded a second campership,
future campership applications will be reviewed on a case by case basis by the Campership
Review Committee as funds are limited.  Scouts should participate in unit fundraisers to earn
money to be held in their scout accounts for camp fees. Contact your scout’s unit leader to
learn about fundraising opportunities (e.g., Council Popcorn Sale) that unit may offer.

Camperships are NOT TRANSFERABLE.  Any campership award will be credited to the unit’s
total camp fee to be used only for the scout for whom the application was made and approved.
If that scout does not attend camp, the campership is void and the credit will be removed from
unit’s total camp fee.
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CAMPERSHIP APPLICATION

The following requirements must be met and the related procedures must be followed for a scout’s
campership application to be considered:

1. The scout must be a registered member of the Boy Scouts of America in an IAC unit and reside
within the boundaries of the IAC.

2. The scout must be active in his scouting unit and remain active in his unit through the term of the
camp for which the application is being made.

3. Information supporting the need for a campership must be provided by the scout’s parent or
guardian in Part A of this campership application. There must be a demonstrated need for
assistance.  Reasons why the total camp fee cannot be afforded must be specific and stated on
the application.  Additionally, the Signature of Acceptance page must be signed by the
authorized parent(s) /guardian(s).

4. The scout or family must be able to pay all other camp fees and expenses not covered by the
campership.  The assistance that may be granted under this campership request is only for a
portion of the Council Camp fee.  All other costs, including the remaining balance of the camp
fee, merit badge fees (if applicable), the cost of the scout’s personal equipment, uniforms,
spending money, or any other expenses are the responsibility of the scout’s family.

5. The scout’s unit leader (home troop Scoutmaster, Committee Chair, Cubmaster, or Den leader)
must complete the Part B portion of this application including the Unit Leader’s Assessment to
the IAC Campership Selection Committee.  That leader must assess and state their knowledge
of the need for financial assistance and reasons why, based on their knowledge of the scout and
his scouting record, that they believe that the scout is worthy of campership funding. The
completed Part B portion of the Campership Application and Agreement must be submitted in a
separate, sealed envelope addressed to the IAC Campership Selection Committee and
delivered to the Scout Office in Baton Rouge.  The words “Unit Leader’s Statement- To the
Attention of the Istrouma Area Council Campership Selection Committee Only” should be written
across the face of the envelope.  Additional information may be included on separate pages and
included in the envelope.  No consideration will be given to the scout’s campership application
until the completed and signed Part B is received by the campership selection committee.  If the
unit leader is related to the scout, Part B must be completed by the unit charter representative,
unit assistant, or some other leader familiar with the scout’s needs and scouting record. None of
these individuals may be related to the scout applying for the campership.

6. Information concerning the unit leader’s knowledge of the scout such as the scout’s camp
experience and scouting history will be used as supporting information in consideration of the
campership request.  The leader must confirm that the scout is active in the unit.

7. The campership application must be accompanied by a completed camp application for the
program for which the campership is being requested.  No campership will be considered without
that camping program application.  The campership application with Part A and the signed
Signatures of Agreement page should be submitted in a sealed enveloped with the words “To
the Attention of the Istrouma Area Council- Campership Selection Committee Only” written
across the face of the envelope.  All documentation must be fully and accurately completed
before the campership application will be considered.

8. All information provided will remain confidential and be used only in the evaluation process of
campership funding consideration.
