Presidential Fitnessf How Does The SCOUTStrong PALA Challenge Work?

Award for Scouters. To earn the SCOUTStrong PALA Challenge award, a participant is required to meet

a daily activity goal of 30 minutes a day for adults and 60 minutes a day for kTs
under 18 for at least five days a week, for a total of six weeks. Participants can take
up to eight weeks to complete the program.
1. The participant picks their activities as they strive to reach their goal, logging
their physical activity along the way.
2. Over 100 indoor and outdoor activities count toward the daily requirementj in-
cluding walking, running, aerobics, gardening, and canoeing, as long as major
muscle groups are engaged at a moderate to vigorous activity level.
3. Starting the SCOUTStrong PALA Challenge will help participants:
A. Commit to daily physical activify and stick with it.
B. Set realistic goals to encourage fitness for a lifetime.
